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C 4  U R E T H A N E  F A S C I A S

For the purist, the Corvette is 
the epitome of a car that can 
be documented beyond any 
reasonable doubt! Every part 
is date coded or inscribed 
with some unique marking. 
Corvette urethane bumper 

fascias are no exception. 
Most folks who observe C4’s 
a lot are under the perception 
that the color on the fascias 
will be slightly different than 
that of the fiberglass panels 
because the materials are 
different. That may be par-
tially true, but it’s not the real 

reason. The paint coatings on 
the urethane parts differ 
chemically from the rest of the 
car in order for it to remain 
pliable after a  5 m.p.h. impact. 
But the real reason the color 
may be off a shade is because 
it wasn’t painted with the rest

The company supplies finished exterior plastic parts such as 
bumper systems and body panels for cars and light trucks. It is also 
one of North America’s biggest painting operations. It paints fascia 
and side body panels for Chrysler, Ford and GM plants in the United 
States. 

I was advised by long-time NCRS and Michigan Chapter member 
John Hinckley , that Rimply made fascias of reaction injection 
molded (RIM) urethane that requires a totally different flexible paint 
process than the rigid portion of the body and, as such, the fascias 
were painted as part of their manufacture. They were shipped from 
Ontario to Kentucky in painted form and ready for assembly on each 
Corvette.  
 

In addition to finding the Rimply label, I located  numbering made by 
a grease pencil on the front fascia near the horns and front lamps. 
 
And as the last photo illustrates on the next page, on the rear of the 
front license filler. In common on all these parts is “R3”. Two of them 
bear a date of 6/29 and one a date of 6/22.  These dates precede 
the build date of my ’95 by a little bit more than one month. My build 
date is August 4, 1994. As of this writing I don’t know the exact
